If you wounld but consider aX-
actly what this entails, you would percei.ve at ence how much at, variance this
18 with the goal the F,oly Spirit has given you and would accomplish FOR you,
To substitute 1s to CHOOSE BETWEEN,-rencuncing one in favor of the other,
For thia special purpose, one is :judged more valuable and the other is ye.
placed by him, The relationship in which the substitution oceurred is thus
fragmented, and its purpose split a::co"dingly. To fragrent is to excluds,
and substitution is the strongest defense the ego has for sepa.ration.

The Holy Spirit naver uses‘substitutes, Where the ego perceives one
person as a replacement for ano*bher, ths Holy Spiri‘b sees them Joined and in-
divigible, BHe does not :)udgebetmen them, knowing they are ons, Being .
united, they are one becauss they are the SAME, Subsi_;itution is clearly a
process in which they are perceived as different, One would unite; thé other
Baparate, Nothing can ccne between what God has joinsd and what the Holy
Spirit mees as ons, But everything SEEMS to coms between the fragmented ra-
lationships the ego sponsors to destroy, _

The one emotion in which substitution is impossible is love, Fear
involves substitution by definition, for it is love's replacement, Fsar is
both a fragmented and a fragmenting emotion, .It seems to take many forms,
and each seems to require a different form of acting ou: for satisfaction.
¥hile this appears to intreduce quite variable behavior, a far more serious
effect lies in the fragmented perception frem which the behavior stems., Now
one is SEEN COMFLETE, The ‘body is emphasized, with special emphasis on
certaln parts, and used 2s the standard fop comparison for either acceptance
or rejection of suitability for acting out a speé_ial form of fear,
~ Substitution as a Defenze

You who believs that God is fear made but one substitution, It
has taken many forms, bacause 1t wag the substitution of 11lusion for truthg
of fragnentation for wholeness, It has become 8o splinterad and subdivided
and divided agzin, over and over, that it is now almost impessible to perceive
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it onee was ona, and std.l is what it was. That one error, which brought
truth to i‘.llt.sion, infinity to time, and 1life to death, was all you ever
made. You:*whole world rests upon it.. Everything you see reflects it,

and every apecial relationship which you have ever made is part of 4%,

___ch have expressed surprise at hearing hqw very different is
reality from what you see. You do not realize the magnitude of that one
error. It was so vast and so completely incredible that from it a world of
total unreality HAD to emerge, What eise COULD come of 1t? Its fragmented
aspects are fearful enough, as you begin to Llook at them, But nothing you
have seed begins to show you the enomj.ty of the original error, which
seemed to cast you out of Heaven, to shatter knowledge into meaningless biis
of d:.st.nited_ perceptions, and to force you to further substitutions,

' "That was the first projection of error outward. The.world arose
to hide it, and became the screen on which it was precjected and drawn betwee
you and the truth. For truth extends IKWARD, where the idea of loss is mean
ingless, and only inerease is conceivsble, .Do you really think it strange
that a2 world in which everything is backwards and upside-dowm arose from
this? For truth brought to THIS could only remain within in quiet, and take
no part in all the mad projection by 1n.a'h::'.c:h this world was made, Call it

not sin but madness, for such it was, and so it still remains, . Invest it .
_not with guilt, for guilt implies it was accomplished in reality, And above
all, be not AFRAID of it. Vhen you seem to see some twisted form of the
original error rise to frighten you, say only, "God is not fear, but love,”
and it will disappear,

The truth will SAVE you, It has not left you, to go out into the
mad world and so depart from you. Inward is sanity; insazﬁ.ty is OUTSIDE
vou. You but BELIEVE it is the other way; that truth is outside, and error
and guilt within, TYour little, senssless asubstitutions, touched with in-
sanity and swirling lightly off on a mad courss like feathers dancing in-
sanely in the wind, have NO substance, They fuse and merge and separate, in
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ehifting and totally meaningless petterns which need mot be judged at a1,
To Judge then individually is polntless. Their t.:iny differences in form
are no real differences at ail. NONE of the;an matters, THAT they have ir_;‘
conmon, and mothing else. Yet what else is NECESSARY to make them all the
sane? . o _

Let them a1l go, dancing in the wind, dipping and turning t11)-

© they disappear from sight, far, far outside you. And turn you to the S‘l‘étely
calm within, where in holy stillness dwel].; the living God you naver left,
.and Who pever left you. The Holy Spirit takes you gently by the hand, and
retraces with you your mad jowrney outside- yourself, leading you gentlyfback
to the truth and safety within, He brings all your insane projections and
your wild substitutions which you have placed outside you to the truth.: .
Thus He i‘everéesthe courge of insanity, and restores you to reason,

In your relationship, where He has taken charge of everything at
your reqﬁest, He has set the course inmward, to the truth yuu share. In the
mad world outside you, nothinz can be shared but only swbstituted, and
sharinié and substituting have nothing in common in reality. Within your-
selves you love each other with a perfect love. Fere is holy ground, in
which no substitution can enter, and where only the truth about each other
can abids, BHere you are jeined in God, as much together as you are with Hin,
The original error has not entered here, nor ever will., Here is the radiant
truth, to which the Holy Spirit has coammitted your relationship. ILet Him
bring it here, where YOU would have 1t be, Give Him but a little faith in

- each other, v'bo help him shew you .'bha_t no substitute you made for Heaven can
keep you from it, In you there IS no separation, and no substituie can keep
you from each'other_. Your reality was God's creation, and HAS no substitute.

And He
would never sseept something else instead of you. He loves you both,

equally and as one, And as He loves you, so you ARE., You are not joined

| Does not a world that seems quite real arise in dreams? Yet

th:.nk what this world is. It is clearly NOT the world you saw before you
slept, Rather; it is a distoriion of the world, planned solely around what
you would have preferred, Here, you are ®*free" to make over. whatever Seemed |
Vo attack you, and change it into a tribute to your ego, which was outrageq
by the Tattack.” This would not EE your wish unless you saw yourseif as one
with the ego, which always 1ooks upen itself, and t.lhlerei‘.ore on you, as undep
attack and highly wilnerable to it.

Dreans are chaotic BECAUSE they are governed by your confllcting
" wishes, and therefore they have no CONCERN with what is true. They are the ’
best example you could have of how perceptd.on can be utilized to sub- '
stitute illusions for truth. You do not take them seriously on awaking bew
cause tﬁe fact that reality is so outrageously viol;ted in them becomes
apparant. .Yet they are a way of locking at ‘bhe, vworld, and.changing it to
guit the -ego batter, They provide striking exgmple's » both of the ego's in-
abilily to tolerate reality, and your willingness to CHANGE reality on its -:
behalf, ' |
_ You do not find the differences between what you see in sleep
and on awaking disturbing., You recognize that what ‘you see on waking is
blotied out in dreams,  Yob on awakening, you do not expect it ‘to b2 gone.
In dreams, YOU arrange everything, People beccme what you would have them
be, and what they do YOU order. No limits on substitution is 1laid upon you.
For a tﬁe, it seems as if the world were given you, to make it what you
-Will. You do not realize that you are ATTACKING it, trying to triumph over
it and make it serve you. _ |

Dreams are percepiual temper tantmms » in which you literslly
scream, "I want it THUSI" And thus it seems to be., 4And yet, the dream can-
not escape its origin. Anger and fear pervade it, and in an instand, the
Dlusion of satisfaction is invaded by the 11lusion of terror, For the
dream oi‘ your ability to control reality by substituiing a world which you
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prefer .LS ter*ii‘ying Your at.’oempts to blot out reality ard very fearful,
but tnis you are not wﬂ_i.ng to accept. And so you substitute the fantasy
that REALITY ie i‘earful, not what you wonld DO o it. And ‘thus is guilt
made real,

o Dreans show, you that you HAVE the power to make a world as you
would have it be, and that because you WANT 4t you SEE it.” And while yog
see 1t, you do not doubt that it is real, Yet hers is a gﬁrld, elearly
within your mind, that seems to be OUISIDE. You do not r8spand to it as
though you made it, nor do you reslize that the emotions which the drean
produce MUST come frem you. It is the figures in the dream and what TEEY
do that seem %o make the dream, Yoix do not realigze tﬁat 'you are mald.ng' them
act out for YOU, for if you did, the guilt wm:lci_ not be theirs, and the
illusion of satisfacﬁi‘on would be gone, In dreams these reatufes are not
obscure, You seem %o waken, and the dream is gone. Yet what you fail to
recognize is that what caused the dream has not gone with it.

Your wish to make another world that is not real REMAINS with
you, And what you seem to wake to 13 but another form of this same world
you see in dreams, All jour time is spent in dreaming., Your sleeping and
Your waking drea:is have different forms, and that is all, Thelr CONTENT is
the same, They are your protest against reality, and your fixed and insane
_ddea that youv. can change it In ydur waking dreams, the special relation-
ship is your detarmif.ation to'keep your hold on unreality, and to prevent
yom"sél.f from mld.hg'. And Vhile you 8ee more value in -éleeping than in

waldng, you will not let go of it. |
h The Holy Spirit, ever practical in His wisdom, accepts your
- dreans, and uses them as means for waking, YOU would have usad/?oe";‘emain
asleep, We once said that the first change, before dreams disappear, is
that your dreams of fear are changed to happy dreams. That is what the
Hoiy Spirit does in your special relationship. KFe does not destroy it, nor
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snatch it away from you. Your special relationship will remai%, not as a .
source of pain and guilt, but as a source of joy and freedom. It will not
be for you alone, for therein lay its misery. As its unholiness kept it g
thing epart, its holiness will becoms an offering %o everyvng,

| Your special relationship will be a means for undo;ég guilt in
everyons blessed‘througﬁ your holy relationship. It will be i haﬁpy drean,
and one which you will share with all who come within your aight. Through
it, the blessing which the Holy Spirit has laid upon it will“be extended,
Think not that He has forgotten anyone in the purpose Ho has given you. Ang
think not that He has forgotten you to whom He gave the gifg. He uses every-
one who calls on Him as means for the salvation of everyons; And He will
waken everyone through you who offered your relatimmship to Him, If you but
recogﬁized His gratitude! Or_minq through His} Fpr we are Joined as in one
purpose, being of one mind with Him, _

Lot not the dream take hold to close your eyes. It is not strangs
that dreams can make a world that is unreal. The WISE to make it is in-
credible, Your relationship has becoms ope in which the wish has been re-
moved, because its purpose hss been changed from one of dreams to one of
truth, You are not sure of this because you think 4% may be THIS that is
the dream. You are so used to choesing batween dreams yon do not see that
you have made, at last, the choice beiween the truth and ALL illusions.

Yet Heaven is sure. This is no dream. Its coning means that you
bave chosen truth, and it has comwe because you have been willing to let your
special felatioﬁship meet its conditions. In your relationship, the Holy
Spirit has gently laid the real world; the world of happy dreams, from which
awaking is so easy and so natural, For as your sleeping and your waking
dreans represent thelsame wishes in your mind, so do the real world and the
truth of Heaven join in the Wl of Cod. The dream of waking is easily trans:
ferred to its reality, For this dream comes fram your will Joined with the
Will of God. And what this Will would have accemplished has never NOT been

done.

Tou vho have spent your lives in bringing truth to fllusion,
reality to fantasy, have walked the way of dreams. For you have gone from
waking to sleeping, and on and on to & yet deeper sleep. Each dream_yhas led
to other dreams ,l and every fantasy which sesmed to bring a 1ight into the
darkness but made the darkness deeper., Your GOAL was darkness, in which no
ray of light could enter., And you_'eoughi a blackness so complete that you
could hide from truth forever, in couiple;be insanity.

You KNOW this, The goal which you accepted IS the goal
cf knowledge s Tor which you signified your ':illinguess.-_ Fear seems to live
in darzcnees, and when you are afraid you have stepped back, Let us then
Join quickly in an instant of light, and it will be enough to remind you
that your goal IS light, Truth has rushsd to meet you since you called upon
it. | ‘

If you knew Who walks beside you on this way which you have chosen,
fear would be ir;-:possible. You do not know because the jourxie:,r ir;to darimess
has been long and ¢rusl, and you have gone deep into it. A little fNicker of
your eyelids, closed 3o long, has not yet been sufficlent to give you con-
fidence in yourselves, so Jong despised. You go toward love still hating it,

‘and terribly afraid of its judgment upoa you. And you do not realize that
you are not afrald of love, but only of what you have made of it. You are
advancing to love's meaning, and away frem all 11lusions in which you have
surrounded it. When you retreat to the illusion your fear increases, for
thers is 1ittle doubt that what you think it means IS fearful, TYet what is
that to us who travel surely and very swiftly AWAY from fear? .
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Tou who hold each other's hand also hold mine, for when you joined
each other you were not alone. Do you Believe that I would leave yogjin the
darkness yon agreed to leave wi@h.HE?_ In your relationship is this ﬂbfld's
1ight. And fear MUST disappear before you now, Be tempted not to shatch
away the gift of faith yoﬁ offérgd to each other. TYou will succeed only in
frightening yourselves, The gift is given forever, for God Himself received
it, 'Ibu CANNOT take it back., TYou have accepted God, The holiﬂess‘;£ your
relationship is established in Heaven. You do not undsrstand what you
accepted, but remember that your understanding is not necessary. A%l that

Was necessary was merely the WISH to understand. That wish was the desire to
' be holy. The Will of God is granted you, For you desire the only thing-
you ever had, or ever were. - : )

 Each instant that we spend togsther will teach you that this goal

is possible, and will strengthen your desire to rea.'cﬁ it. And in yowr desirs
lies its accomplishment. four desire 1s now in complets accord with all the
pevier of the Holy Spirit's Wili. Wo little, faltering footsteps that you may
take can separate your desire from Fis Wil and from Bis strengtn. I hold
your- hand as suraly as you agread to take each other's. You will not separat:
for I stand with you, and walk with you in your advance to truth., 4And where
we go we carry God with ns., '

In your relationship, you have joined with me in bringing-Heaven
to the Son of God, who hid in darknsss, You have been willing to bring the
darkness tc light, and thds willingness has given strength to everyons who
would remain in darkness. Those who would see WILL see, And they will join
with me in carrying thair light into the darkness, w’ﬁen the darkness in them
1s offered to the light, and is removed forever. My need for you, Joined
with me in the holy light of your relatimnship, is YOUR nesd for salvation.
Would I not give you what you gave o me? TFor when you Joined each other,
you answered me. |

You who are now the bringers of salvation have the function of
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bringing l.ght to darkness. The darkness in you HAS been brought to light.
Carry it back to darkness, from the holy instant to which yau dbrought it,
We ars madewhole in our dssire to maka whole, Let not time wbrry you, for
all the fear that you experiencé is really pQSt. Time hes been re—adJusted
to help us do; together, what your separate pasts would hinder. You hava
gone past fear, for no two minds can join in’ the desire for love withoni
léve's'Jﬁining THEM., -

Not one light in Heaven but goes with you. Not one ray that shines
forevér in the Mind of God but shines on you. Heaven is joined with you in
your advance to Heaven.

the 1ittle spark of your desire the power of God Himself, CAN you remain in

_darkness? You are coming home together, after a long and meaninglesa journey

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The Little Willingness - é

. Ths holy instant is the result of your determination to be holy.
It is the ANSWER, The desire and the willingness %o let it come precedes

its coming. You prepare your rinds for it oniy to the extent of recognizing
that you want it above all else. It is not neéessary that you do more; :Ln-
deed, i1 is necessary that you realize that jou CANNOT do more. Do not '
attempt to give the Holy Spirit what He does not ask, or you will add the
ego unto Him, and confuse the two. He asks but little, It is HE Who adds
the greatness and the might. He joins with you to make the holy instant

far greater than you can understand, It is your realization that you need

" do 50 little that epables Him to give so much. | - o
Trust not your.good inten-tions.. They _aﬁe not encruéh. But trust .-

implicitly your willingness, whatever else may enter; Concentrate only on
“this, and be not disturbed that shadows surround it. That is why you came,
If you could come without them, you would not NEED the holy instant. Come
to it not in arrogance, assuming that you must achieve the state its coming
brings with it. The miracle of the holy instant lies in your willingness to
let it be what 9% is. Ard in yom* willingness for this lies also your
acceptance of yourself as YOU were meant to be.

Buwility will never ask that you remain content with littleness.
But it DOES require that you be NOT content with less than greatness which
_ cemes not of you. Your 2iffisulty with the holy instant arises from your
fixed conviction that 'you- are nct worthy of it., And what is this but the
determination to be as you would MAKE yourself? God did not create Tis
dwelling-place unworthy of Him, And if you believe He cannot enter whers He
wills to be, you must be INTERFERING with His Will. You do not need the
strength of willingness to comz from YOU, but only.from HIS will.

The holy Instant does nol coms from your little willingness alone.
It is always the result of your small willingness combined with the un-
limited power of God's Will. TYou have been wrong in thirking that it is
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needf‘ul to PREPARE yourself for Him. It" is impossible to make arrogant
preparations for holiness, and NOT beliave that it 1s up to you to establish
the conditions for peace., GOD has established them. * They do not wait updn
your willingness for what they are, Your willingness is needed only to make
it possible to TEACH you what they ara,. If you maintain you are umworthy of
learning this, you are interfering with the lesson by believing that you mst

. make the LEARNER different. You did net make the learner, nor CAN you make

him different, Would you first make a miracle yourself, and then expect one
to be made FOR you? R '

YOU merely ask the question. .The answer is GIVEN. Seek not to
answer it, but merely RECEIVE the answer as it is given. In preparing for
the holy instant, do not attempt to make yourself holy to be ready to re-
ceive it. That is but to confuse your role with God's., Atonement capnot
coms to those who think that THDY must first atone, but only to these who
offer it nothing more than simple willingness to make way for it. Purifica- .
tion is of Cod alone, and therefore for you. Rather than sesk to prepare .
yourself for Him, try to think thus:

"I who am host to God AM worthy ¢f Eim
He Who established His dwelling-place in me creaued it as He
would have it be.,
It is not needful that I make it ready for Him,
But only that I do not interfere with His pla.n to restore to
me my oWn awareness of my readiness, which is eternal.
I need add nothing’ to His plan,
. But to receive it mst be w:\_lllng not to substitute my own
in place of‘ i.t "

And that is all. Add more, and you will merely TAKE AVAY the
little that is asked, Remember you made guilt, and that your plan for the
escape from guilt has been to bring Atenemeat TO it, and make salvation
fearful., And it is only fear that you will add, if you prepare YOURSELF
for love. The preparation for the holy instant belongs 4o Him Who gives it.
Release yourselves to Him Whose function is release, Do not assume Hils

function for Kim, Give Him tut what He asks, that you may learn how little
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ia your part, and how great is His, .
It is this that makes the holy instant so sasy and so natural, ‘You
make it difficnlt, because you inslst there must be more that you reed do,
And it is very hard for you to realize that it is not personally insulting
that your contribution and the Holy Spirit's are so extremely disproportion- )
ate, Ybu are still convinced YOUR understanding is & powerful contribution
to the truth, and makes it what it is., Yet we have emphasized that you neeqd .
" understand nothing, Salvation is easy Just BECAUSE it asks nothing that you
cannot give RIGHT NOW, .
Forget not that it has been your decision to make everything that IS 5
natural and easy for you impossible., What you believe to be impossiﬁlé will
BE, if Cod so wills it, but you will remain quite unaware of it. If you be- .
lieve the holy instant is difficult for you, it is because you have become
the arbiter of what is possivle, and remain unwilling to give place to One
Who KNOWS, The whole belisf in ordérs of difficulty in miracles 1s csntered
on this, Everything Cod wiils 1s not only possitle, but has already HAPPENED,
And that 1z why the past n2s gons. It NEVER happered in reality., Only in
jour mlnds, which thought it did, is its undoing needful,
The Happy Dream

Prepare you NOW for the undeing of what navef was, If you already
understood the difference between truth and illusion, the Atonement would
have no meaning. The holy instant, your holy relationship, the Eoly Spirit's
teaching, and all the means by which salvation is acccomplished, would have no
purpose, For they are all but aspacts of the plan to change your dreams of
fear to happy draéms, from which you waken easily to knowledge, Put your-
self not in charge of this, for you cannot dlstinguish between advance and
retreat. Some of yowr greatest advances you have Judged as failures, and
soms of your deepest retreats you have evaluated as success,

Never approach the holy inztant after YOU have tried to remove all
fear and hafred from your mind, Thet is ITS funétion. hever attempt to
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overlook your guilt BEFORE you ask the Holy Spirit's help, That 4is HIS
function, Your part is only to offer Him a 1i@tle willingness to LET Him
remove a1l fear and hatred, and to BE forgiven. On your little faith,
Joined with His understanding, HE will build jour part in the Atonement,
and make sure that you fulfill it easily, And with Him, YOU will build a
ladder planted in the solid rock of faith, and riaing even to Heaven. Nor
will you use it to ascend to Heaven alone.

Through your holy relationship, reborn and blessed in every holy
instant which you do not arrange, thousands will rise to Heaven with you,
Can YOU plan for this? Or copld you préparef&DURSELVES for such a2 function?
Tet it is possible, because God wills it, Nor will He change His Mind about
it; The means and purpose BOTH belong to Him: You have accepted one; the

other will be provided. A purpose such as this, without the means, is in-

conceivable, He will provide the means to ANYONE who shares His purpose.

" Happy éreams came true, NOT because they are dreams, but only be-
cause they are HAPPY, And-so they must be loving. Their message is, "Thy
Will be dore," and not, "I want it otherwise." The aligrment of means and
pwpose is an undertaking impossihle for you to understand. You do not even
realize you HAVE accapted the Holy Spirit's purpose as your own, and you
would merely bring unholy means to its accomﬁiishment. The 1little faith it
needed to change the purpose is 211 that is required to receive the means and
USE then.,

It is no dream to love your brother as yourself, Nor is your holy
relationship a dream, All that remains of dreams within it is that it is
stdll a SPECIAL relationship, Yet it is very useful to the Holy Spirit, Who
HAS a special fonetion here, It will become the bappy dreanm through which
He can spread joy to thousands on. thousands who believe that love is fear,
not happiress. Let Fim fulfill the function that He gave to your relation-
ship by accepting it FOR you, and nothing will be wanting that would make of

4t what He would have it be.
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When you feel the holiness of your relationship is threatensa
by anything, stop instantly andiéffer the Holy Spirif your willingness, IN

Mind cannot attack, bgt it CAN ﬁake fantasies and direct the body
toLact them out. TYet it is never whét the body does that seems to satisfy.
Unless the mind believes the body is astually acting out its fantasies, it
will attack the body by increasing the projeétion of its guilt uren it.

| In this, the mind is clearly delusionsl. Tt cammob abtack, bub
‘t malntains it CAN, and uses what it does to hurt the body to PROVE it can,
The mind cannot attack, but it CAN deceive itself. And trds is all it does
when it believes it has attacked the body, It can project its guilt, but
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it will not LOSE it through projection. And though it cloarly can mis-
percelve the function -éf;the body, it cannot change its function from what
the Holy Spirit establis-i"fas 1% to be. The body was not made by love, Yet
love dees not condemn -1t: and can use it lovingly, respecting what the Son
of God has mads, and using it to save him from illusions, -

Would you notshave the instruments of separation re-interpreted
as means for salvation, and used for purposes of love? Would you not welw
come and supporﬁ the shg.ft from fantasies of vengeance to release from them?
Jour perception of the lgody can clearly be sick, but projeet not this upon
. the body, For your wish to make destructive what cannot destroy can have no
real effect at all. And what God created is only what He would have it be,
being His Will, You CANKOT make His Will destructive, You can make fan-
tasies in which yourwill conflicts with His » but that is all.

It is insane to use the body as the scapegoat for guilt, directing
its attack and tlaming it for what you wished it to do. It is IMPOSSIBLE to
act out fantesles, For it is still the FANTASIES yoﬁ wanrs, and they have
nothing to dc with what the body does. IT does not dream of them, and they
bub make it a 11ability where it could be an agsed, For fantasizs have mads
your body your "enemy," weak, vulnerabls and treachemous » worthy of the hate
which you invest in it. How_has this served you? You have IDENTIFIED with
this thing you hate, the instmment of vengeance and the perceived source of
your guilt. You have done this to a thing that has no meaning, proclaiming
it to be the dwelling-place of the Son of God, and turning it #gainst-him.

| This s the host of God that YOU have madé. And neither God nor
His most hely Son can enter an abodé which harbors hate, and where you have
sown the seeds of vengeance, violence and death. This thing you made to
serve your guilt stands betwsen you and other minds., The minds ARE joined,
but you do not identify with them. You see yourself locked in a separate

prison, removed and unreachabls, incapable of reaching out zs teing reached.

And :bo defend
this 1ittle speck of dust, it bids you fight against the universes, This
Lfragment cf your mind is such a tiny part of it that, could you but appreciat:
