Pu:suit of specialness is always at the cost of peace, Who can -
attack h:!.s Saviour and cut hinm down, yet RECOGNIZE his strong support? Whe
can detract from his omnipotence, yet SHARE his power? And who can use hix
as the guage of lit.tleness, and be RELEASED from 1imits? You have a funet:
in salvation. Its pursuit will bring you joy. But the pursuit of spscial-
ness MUST bring you pain, Here is a goal that would defeat salva.tion, and
thus run counter to the Will of God. To value speclalness is to esteem an
alien wiil to which 1llusions of yourself are dearer than the truth,

Speclalress is the idea of sin made real. Sin is impossible ever
to imagine without this base, For sin arose from it, out of nothingness; &
evil fiower with no roots at all, Hers is the self-made “sa.v‘:!.-our,” the
"ereator” who creates unlike the Father, and which made His Son like to it-
self, and not like unto Him, His "special” sons are many, NEVER one, each
one in exile from himself, and Him of Whom thej are a part, Nor do they lc

- the Oneness Which created them as one with Him. They choss their specialne

instead of Heaven and instead of peacs, and wrapped it carefully in sin, tc
keep it "safe" from truth,

You are NOT special.' If you think you are, and would defend your
8pecialness against the truth of what you REALLY are, how can you know the
truth? What answer that the Holy Spirit gives can reach you, whén it is
your specialness to which you listen, and which asks and answeps?

They Speak 2 different language and they fall on dife,,
ent ears, To eva:;v special cne a different message, and one with different
meaning, is the truth. Yet how can truth be different ‘o each one? The
Special messages - tha special hear convince them they are different and .
apart; each in his special sins and "safer frcm J.ove, which does not see hi
epécialness at all. Christ's vision is their "enemy, " for :I.t sees not what
they would look upon, and it would show them that the Spﬂcialness they thin
they see IS an 11lusion, What would they see instead?

The shining radiance of the Son of God, so like his Father that
the memory of Him springs instantly to mind., And with this memory, the Son
remembers his own creations, as like to him as he is to his Father., And al
the world he made, and all his spaclalness, and all the sins he held in 4ts
defense against himself, will vanish as his ming accepts the truth about hi
self, as it returns to take their place.

Whatevar :torm of specialness you cherish, you have made. sin., In-
violate it stands, strongly defended with all your puny night against the
Will of God. And thus it stands .against yourself; YOUR enemy, not God's,
So does it seem to split you off from God, and make you sep_aré.te from-H:lm -
as iis dsfender_. You would protect what God created not. And yet, this
idol that seems f.o GIVE yoﬁ power has taken it away. TFor you have given
your brother's birthright o i%, leaving him alome end unforgiven, and your-

What could the purpoee of the body BE but specialness? And 1t §s
this that makes it frail and helpless 4n its own defense, It was.conceived
to make YOU frail and helpless, The goal of separation is its curse, Yet
bodies HAVE no goal., Purpose is of the MIND., And minds can change as they
desire, What they are, and all their attributes, they CANNOT change. But
what they hold as purpose CAN be ch_anged, and body states must shift accord
ingly. Of itself the body can do nothing. See it as means to hurt, and it
is hurt, See it as means to heal, and it is healed, .
